Instructions for upgrading the Microsoft Data Warehouse Toolkit dimensional modeling spreadsheet from version 3.2 to version 3.4
Migrate the Worksheets

· NOTE: if you are already on version 3.3, just copy the worksheets into 3.4.  There is no need to run the upgrade utility.

· If you need to upgrade from 3.2, open a copy of the blank version 3.4 spreadsheet

· Open the version 3.2 spreadsheet that has the dimension and fact worksheets you want to migrate.

· Select all the sheets in the old copy you want to migrate by selecting the first tab at the bottom of the workbook and shift-selecting the last tab.

· Select Move or Copy Sheet from the Edit menu

· In the Dialog box, select the new copy of the blank version 3.4 spreadsheet from the To book: pull-down list.
· Select the Blank Dimension sheet in the Before sheet: list control.

· Finally, check the Create a copy box so you don't move all your worksheets out of the old version.

The copy process will warn you about names that already exist.  Just select "Yes".

Upgrade the Worksheets

Once you've copied in your worksheets, you can upgrade them to 3.4 with the following steps:

· Navigate to the Home sheet and select the Upgrade to 3.40 button.

· After a warning message, the macro will loop through each of the table tabs, adding new table-level elements at the top of the worksheet.  
· When it's complete, the macro will tell you how many worksheets it converted.

Complete the Conversion
The upgrade macro converts the individual worksheets, but you still need to change the global parameters on the Home tab.  

· Navigate to the home tab and change the cell entries with the green background to match your original database definitions.  In other words, change the database name from "DefaultDatabaseName" to whatever database name you had in your 3.2 version spreadsheet, and so on.
· Inspect each worksheet in your data model.  There should be 8 rows of table-level attributes at the top of each worksheet in rows 2 through 9.

· Give it a test run!
