Microsoft Data Warehouse Toolkit Metadata Scripts -- Version 3.81
These scripts are designed to initially populate the metadata tables (as seen in Chapter 13 of the Microsoft Data Warehouse Toolkit) based on the extended properties created from the modeling spreadsheet. 
Instructions for usage:

1)
In SQL Studio, run Create_Metadata_DB_script.sql to create the metadata database (called DW_Metadata)

2)
Run Initial_Metadata_Population_script.sql once.  This will populate the metadata tables for all the databases in the instance.  Obviously, only those databases that have tables with the appropriate extended properties will have any entries in the metadata tables (except at the database level). At the very least, you should see entries in the metadata tables for the DW_Metadata database because the create script includes all the necessary extended properties.
3)
Edit the database table (DW_Databases) to change the Gen_Metadata_Ind field to ‘N’ to exclude those databases that do not contain the appropriate extended properties.   An easy way to edit the contents of a table is to right-click on it in the SQL Studio Object Explorer and select Open Table.
4)
Run Initial_Metadata_Population_script.sql again. This will clear out and repopulate the metadata tables only those databases you selected in Step 3.

5)
Edit the contents of the metadata tables to remove unwanted elements, clean up the contents, etc.  

6)
If you run the populate script again after you have edited the metadata table contents, it will overwrite any changes you’ve made.

7)
There is a Metadata Reporting package also located in the Chapter 13 section of the Tools and Utilities page on the book’s website.  It is designed to browse the metadata tables and makes it easy to view the results of running the above scripts.  It’s a good idea to install this reporting package right after you’ve created and populated the DW_Metadata database.
